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1. Open the cartons: two pads, four ramps, one indicator.
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3. Measuring the vehicle width first.

4. Place the weighing pads , the distance between the two pads must
| according fo the vehicle width. (the recommended distance between
| two pads is 1.15m)
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5. Assembling the ramps, make sure the two weighing pads must be in
the same line.
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6.Stand on the weighing pads to test, make sure the pads are stable.
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7. Press  “Power” and

8. Switch on the two weighing pads with the magnetic switch.
(in the indicator tool box)




9. Have a weight on the pad and check if the indicator is successfully
connected with pads.

10. Input the vehicle license number. When everything is ready, guide the
vehicle pass the weighing pads at a constant speed ( less than 8km/h),
to ensure the accuracy of weighing.




11. After the vehicle completely passed the weighing pads, the indicator
will give a total weight and print if automatically printing fuction is selected.
Then you can start next vehicle weighing.
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
